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Student Exchange Agreement

Preamble











This Exchange Agreement is entered into, by and between [UCI Academic Unit] at the University of California, Irvine (UCI), and [Academic Unit and Institution Abroad].  The purpose is to exchange student participants within only the aforementioned Academic Units to do research, teach, take classes and/or any other academic collaboration specified herein in the field of [shared field of study between the Academic Units].   
Exchange Program Elements

1. Organization & Administration 







Each institution shall designate a faculty member or other academic to serve as the institutional representative who holds responsibility for all measures undertaken through this agreement, including the coordination, administrative follow up and implementation of the agreement. At UCI, the person responsible for the agreement is [Name/Title]. At [Institution Abroad], the person responsible for the agreement is [Name/Title].

Participants are subject to the policies and regulations of the Host Institution and have the rights and privileges enjoyed by matriculating students except as specified: guaranteed on campus housing for UCI incoming students, [Rights or privileges at the host institution UCI students abroad cannot take advantage of]
x. Participants will pay any registration, education, and/or tuition fees to their Home Institution and not be responsible for paying any of these fees to their Host Institution.

Legal Issues

5. Discrimination Prohibition








Each institution agrees not to discriminate in the selection or acceptance of any students on the basis of race, color, national origin, religion, gender, sexual orientation, mental or physical disability, age, veteran’s status, ancestry, marital status or citizenship within the limits imposed by law or university policy.

6. Indemnification
a. [Institution Abroad] will defend, indemnify and hold harmless UCI, its officers, employees and agents from and against any and all liability, loss, expense (including reasonable attorneys’ fees), or claims for injury or damages arising out of performance of this Agreement.
b. UCI will defend, indemnify and hold harmless [Institution Abroad], its officers, employees and agents from and against any and all liability, loss, expense (including reasonable attorneys’ fees), or claims for injury or damages arising out of performance of this Agreement.

7. Patent Acknowledgment
Pursuant to University of California policy, each participant in the program who: (a) is an employee of The Regents; (b) uses University of California research facilities; or (c) receives gift, grant or contract funds through the University of California shall execute the University of California Patent Acknowledgment form.
8. Research Projections

a. Pursuant to University of California policy, each UCI participant at the Institution Abroad, who is engaged in human subjects research, is responsible for the protection of the rights and welfare of any human subjects involved in research, development and related activities, including prior approval of the activity in accordance with the policies and practices of UCI.  UCI participants also are expected to file the appropriate paperwork adhere to the local requirements related to human subjects research in the [Institution Abroad].

b. Pursuant to University of California policy, UCI exchange participants engaged in research at UCI must comply with all requirements for prior review and approval of research, including those applicable to human subjects, animal research, conflict of interest, stem cell research, radiation safety, radioactive drug use, or recombinant DNA use. 

9. Governing Law









In the event of any difference, dispute or question arising from this Agreement, the responsible persons from each institution will endeavor to settle such matters amicably between themselves.
Terms of Agreement

10. Duration











This agreement will be valid for [five (5) years].  This agreement is made in English and [language of host institution].  It will take effect on [date].  The agreement may be renewed for another period of [five (5) years] upon mutual written consent of the two institutions before the expiration date.
11. Modifications









Either institution may initiate changes to the agreement provided the initiator informs the other institution of the proposed change(s) in writing at least [number] days before the proposed implementation of the change.  Modifications to this Agreement shall be signed by the duly authorized representatives of each institution.
12. Termination










Either institution can terminate the agreement; however, no termination should adversely interrupt or impair a program commenced prior to such termination.
